GradesðView your progress in the course as 
the semester progresses.   
 
ClasslistðView a list of students enrolled in the 
class, and their email addresses. 
 
LinksðAccess important links provided by your 
instructor. 
 
Course MailðClick on the white envelope 
(upper right of screen) to access the email sys-
tem and stay in contact with fellow students, as 
well as your instructor.
